As policy makers and researchers continue to refine, revise, and renew ESEA/IDEA, practitioners face a widening gap be-
tween recommended practice and reality. The keynote will highlight what many have termed perpetual issues in special
education by exploring answers to "WH" questions in terms of meeting the needs of children and students with diverse
abilities. Specifically we'll explore WHO should receive services, WHAT services they should be given, WHERE services
should be delivered, WHEN, and "by" WHOM. Emphasis will be placed on enhancing the skills of practitioners to serve as
strong collaborators, demonstrate competence in an ever changing educational environment, and who can communicate
effectively with families, related service personnel, general educations, administrators, and members of the community.

Dr. Kristie Pretti-Frontzcak is a Professor in early childhood intervention at Kent State University.Kristie has extensive exper i-
ence in preparing preservice and inservice personnel in recommended practices for working with young children and

their families. She directs the Early Childhood Intervention Specialist Program at KSU, where she is re-
sponsible for preparing preservice teachers to work with children with disabilities from birth to age

eight. Kristie frequency provides training and technical assistance to programs interested in the Assess-
ment, Evaluation and Programming System (AEPS), Activity =~ -Based Intervention (ABI), and creating le-
gally defensible and meaningful individualized education plans (IEPs). Her lines of research center on
using authentic assessment practices for accountability and programming (specifically on the utility of

the AEPS), effective approaches to working with young children in inclusive settings (specifically re-
garding the efficacy of an activity ~ -based approach and the application of universal design for learn-
ing principles), and the link between assessment, individualized goals, and quality curriculum.
